Aligning CCAC organizations with the LHIN
geographical boundaries is a key component to building a seamless continuum of care
across the health sector.

Durham Access to Care, Peterborough CCAC, Haliburton, Northumberland and Victoria
County CCAC and part of Scarborough CCAC were aligned to create the new Central
East Community Care Access Centre hereinafter called CECCAC.

About Central East CCAC

CECCAC is a community based, not for profit organization that connects individuals to
health and support services to enable individuals to live individually at home or assist
them in making the transition to convalescent care, retirement home, supportive
housing or long term care.

In 2006, the region served by the CECCAC had a total population of 1,468,709 people
living within an area of 15,505 sq. km.

km. in Haliburton to a high of 3,211 people per sq. km. in Scarborough.

had the lowest (16,147).

e Haliburton had the largest land area (4,025 sg. km.) and the lowest population
density (4.0 per sq. km.), while Scarborough had the smallest land area (187.7 sq.
km.) and the highest population density (3,211 per sq. km.).

e Durham had the lowest median age (37.7), while Haliburton had the highest
(50.4).

e Although Scarborough had the greatest number of seniors (79,265) and Haliburton
had the lowest (3,985); the Haliburton figure represents 24.7 percent of the total
population (this is the highest in the region), while the Scarborough figure
represents only 13.2 percent of the population.

DEMOGRAPHIC OVER VIEW

Growing Population

The 2006 census figures show that the total population of Ontario grew by 6.6 percent
since the previous census in 2001. Since the 20C
population has grown by 6.4 percent; however this masks the diversity and high rate

of growth of particular areas within Central East. For example, the region of Durham

has grown by nearly 11 percent since the 2001; the Kawartha Lakes region has grown

by nearly 8 percent; and the Haliburton area by 7 percent since the 2001 census.

Aging Community

The diversity of Central East is also reflected in the age profile of our communities. In

2006, the median age in the region ranged from 37
in Peterborough; to 44.8 in Northumberland; to 45.1 in Kawartha Lakes; and to 50.4
in Haliburton (Aol desto).

In 2006, there were about 198,520 seniors living within the Central East region, about
13.5 percent of the total population. The percentage of people 65 years and older
living in the Central East region differs from a high of 24.7 percent in Haliburton, to a
low of 10.7 percent in Durham. In 2006, although Scarborough had the greatest
number of seniors (79,265) and Haliburton had the lowest (3,985); the Haliburton
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figure represents 24.7 percent of the total population (this is the highest in the
region), while the Scarborough figure represents only 13.2 percent of the population.

Future Projections of Growth

Population projections prepared by the Ministry of Finance indicate that by the year

2011, Central East, excluding Scarborough, will grow 6.6 percent (Ministry of Finance
figures do not recognize Scarborough separately). It is significant to note that

Durham region is expected to have a significantly higher population increase of 8.2

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SOCIO -ECONOMIC OVERVIEW

Language

The growing cultural diversity of the population of Central East and the continued
inflow of new immigrants means that service providers from across the health care
sectors are challenged to ensure access to care in multiple languages and to reflect
cultural values related to health care.

English is the predominant mother tongue throughout the region (85% - 94%), while
French as the mother tongue is low (1% - 1.8%) throughout the region. Scarborough
had the highest amount of other languages spoken (51%), while Kawartha Lakes had
the lowest figure of other languages spoken (5.3%).

Immigrants and Visible Minorities

The immigrant and visible minority populations throughout Central East have
consistently increased since the 2001 Census. With the exception of Scarborough,
Central East immigrant and visible minority populations are below the Ontario visible
minority percentage.

In 2006, Scarborough had the highest number of immigrants (57%), while Kawartha
Lakes had the lowest (8.2%) immigrant population.

Median Household Income and Earnings

Throughout the region, the median household income figures have increased since the
